
 



FOREWORD FOR NUMBERS 
 

The first word for the ‘Teuch’ or Book of Numbers is to explain its meaning. A 
Hebrew word: paw-kad' which means:  to visit (with friendly or hostile 
intent); by analogy to oversee, muster, charge, care for, miss, 
deposit, etc.: - appoint, avenge, bestow, charge, commit, count, 
deliver to keep, be empty, enjoin, go see, hurt, do judgment, 
miss, number, officer, (make) overseer have (the) oversight, 
punish, reckon, set (over), sum, visit, want. 

 

This is the fourth of the last 5 precepts of the TORAH, TORAH OR LAW which is 

but one measure on the Reed or Rod, being its sixth precept, to understand THE 

WORD OF GOD equating with the sixth day of Creation. 

By the Words of the Lord were the Heavens made and the Host thereof by the 

breath of His mouth for He spake and it was done. He commanded and it stood 

fast. 

Creation, the fruit, is but the physical manifestation, of the Word of God. The 

fruit is but the object which speaks to the subject, The Word, which is spirit and 

life. As a tree is known by its fruit even so by His fruit a man is known and so 

God is also known by His work. He is the Author of all living and the Redeemer 

of our eternal salvation. After God made the animals, creeping things, and beast 

of the field, he slowed and  stooped, and rather than calling ‘out’ he moulded 

and fashioned man of the dust of earth and then breathe into his nostrils and 

man became a living soul. Thus by His words, work and Spirit all things were 

wrought. 

This Teuch or Book, therefore, numbers and reckons the children of Israel by 

their tribes and ensigns on the four quadrants: north, south, west and east. The 

precept speaks to a settling in the truth or sealing, it speaks also to a visitation 

of God’s judgement and death. The Teuch ends with a discourse among the 

Children of Israel of the division of the promised inheritance by lot.
